Meet Your Barge Party Hosts:
Tom and Trippi Penland

Tom and Trippi Penland moved to Lake Barcroft from Hawaii
24 years ago, “and we don’t want to go anywhere else,” says
Tom. They’ ve been extensively involved in the community —
both formally and informally — ever since they arrived. Trippi
isaformer Lake Barcroft Association president, and Tom
served on the study committee whose recommendations led to
the International Baccalaureate program at Jeb Stuart High
School. They also organized a Lake Barcroft luau at Beach 5
in 1985, which was attended by 800 people and featured a
giant sheet cake, decorated to look like Lake Barcroft, which
they had to bring over on their pontoon boat. Their sons,
David and T.R., piloted their boat to summer swim practice at
the old Lake Barcroft Recreation Center long before they
could drive cars.

The evening after Labor Day, Tom and Trippi regaled me with
more Lake Barcroft history than | can possibly fit on this page.

Why did you moveto Lake Barcroft?

When Trippi’s FDIC office closed in Hawaii, she got the
opportunity to transfer to Washington; Tom’stransfer by the
FAA came through six months later. “Our redtor, Carol
Parrish-Brown, said this was the kind of place for us, coming
from Hawaii,” Trippi said. They looked at five houses on the
lake, made an offer, and moved three weeks later.
